In matters of style, family and friends figure prominently in every nook, on every wall. Elvira and 

Guenter have collected, treasured and displayed scores of pictures of their three children (2 boys and 1 girl). 

Life stories are importantly captured: momentous occasions are gratefully reminisced. Exhibited at the edge 

of a dramatic master bedroom loft is their 50th wedding anniversary photograph. Their best friends, the same 

ones who lured them to Grass Valley, celebrated this event at the same party. They were married six days 

apart! They had all lived and worked in Castro Valley. Well, enough of that! Elvira, tiring of a lengthy stint 

with H and R Block, happily gave up òworrying about other peopleõs taxesó.

Speakerôs Workshop
